Pedestrian signals assign right of w
ay

how
ever, 

they 
are 

no 
guarantee of safety. Pedestrians still have to 
exercise sound judgem

ent w
hen crossing 

a roadw
ay. The follow

ing suggestions are 
offered in the interest of safety:
